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The Parent Involvement Project (PIP) Parent and Teacher Questionnaires were developed to conduct the third in a series of four OERI-funded research projects. The projects were designed to examine the following questions: (a) Why do parents choose to become involved in their children’s education? (b) How does their involvement, once engaged, influence children’s educational achievement and attitudinal variables that influence achievement? Grounded in Hoover-Dempsey and Sandler’s (1995, 1997) model of the parental involvement process, this study examined Levels Three—the mechanisms of parent involvement (modeling, reinforcement, and instruction) —and Level Four—student’s proximal outcomes (motivation, strategy use, social self efficacy for teachers, social self-efficacy for peers, and academic self-efficacy). Of specific interest was the extent to which the influence of parent actions was mediated by student perceptions of their parents’ homework involvement, and whether some mechanisms were more related to some student proximal outcomes than others. Thus, items focus on how the parent’s use of each mechanism relates to the identified student outcomes. Two questionnaires were developed to assess parent and student reports of the Level Three predictors and the level Four the outcome variable.
