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Freije Named to All-SEC Teams
Matt Freije was named Second Team All-SEC by a vote of the

league’s coaches and Third-Team All-SEC by the Associated Press.
Freije was a member of the SEC All-Freshman Team two years ago
and earned Third Team All-SEC honors after this past season.

The junior from Shawnee Mission, Kan., was named SEC Player
of the Week earlier this year after scoring a career-high 31 points and
grabbing nine rebounds in a 94-91 upset victory over No. 15 Georgia.
He is ranked among the SEC’s best in scoring, field-goal percentage,
free-throw percentage, three-point percentage and three-point field
goals made.

NABC Tabs Freije First Team All-District
The National Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) named

Vanderbilt’s Matt Freije to its Division I First Team for District 7.
Selected and voted on by member coaches of the NABC, Freije was
one of 150 student-athletes who were eligible for the NABC Division I
All-American Team. Joining Freije on the District 7 First Team are
Kentucky’s Keith Bogans, Louisville’s Reece Gaines, Tennessee’s Ron
Slay and Morehead State’s Ricky Minard.

Vanderbilt Played Nation’s 11th Toughest Schedule
CollegeRPI.com ranked Vanderbilt’s 2002-2003 schedule as the

11th toughest in the nation. That put Vanderbilt third in the SEC
behind Georgia (1) and Arkansas (2).

This season VU played 12 games versus ranked foes, including
Connecticut (12), Indiana (6), Notre Dame (6), Alabama (4), Kentucky
(16), Florida (5), Georgia (15), Mississippi State (23), Georgia (20),
Florida (7), Kentucky (2) and Kentucky (1).

Freije Moves to 19th in Career Scoring
Junior forward Matt Freije became the 35th member of

Vanderbilt’s 1,000-Point Club Jan. 18 at Tennessee. Now with 1,284
career points, he has already climbed to No. 19 on the school’s career
scoring list.

Vanderbilt Takes Down a Top-5 Opponent
Vanderbilt’s 70-69 win over No. 4 Alabama Jan. 11 was the

team’s first victory over a Top-5 opponent since the Commodores beat
No. 5 Tennessee Feb. 19, 2000. It also was the highest ranked win for
VU since beating No. 4 UCLA Nov. 22, 1995, in the Maui Invitational.

Moore Excels in the SEC Tournament 
Freshman guard Mario Moore had an offensive explosion in

Vanderbilt’s two games at the SEC Tournament. Moore led all scorers
with a career-high 25 points as he helped the Commodores to the 82-
69 upset win over Alabama. Moore’s 25 points was just the sixth dou-
ble-figure performance of the season and the first since scoring 14
points Feb. 22 against Florida. He also set career highs with seven
field goals and six three-pointers, while matching a career high with
five free throws.

A day later against No. 2 Kentucky, Moore once again shined as
he scored a game-high 18 points. He was 6-of-13 from the field and
3-of-6 from three-point range. Moore also grabbed four rebounds,
while dishing out two assists and recoding two steals.

Vanderbilt in the SEC Tournament 
After going 1-1 this season, Vanderbilt’s all-time record in the

SEC Tournament is 25-41 (.379), which ranks the Commodores ninth
in winning percentage among the current members of the SEC.
Vanderbilt’s first-round victory over Alabama was the Commodores’
first Tournament win since defeating Mississippi State, 76-53, in
2000.

The Commodores’ only tournament championship came in 1951
when they defeated Kentucky, 61-57, in Louisville, Ky. Vanderbilt has
advanced to the semifinals eight times and to the finals just once.

Commodores in the SEC Tournament Stats
After Vanderbilt’s two-game stay in New Orleans, the

Commodores had several performers rank highly in the SEC
Tournament stats. Freshman Mario Moore led the way as he was first

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in three-pointers made (4.5), third in scoring (21.5), fourth in field goal
percentage (.565), fifth in three-point percentage (.643) and fifth in
free-throw percentage (.889). Junior Matt Freije was fifth in scoring
(18.5), ninth in free-throw percentage (.769) and 12th in rebounding
(6.5). Freshman Julian Terrell was second in steals (3.50) and eighth
in free-throw percentage (.818).

Commodores’ Top Scorer
Matt Freije finished the season as the team leader with 17.9

points per game. He was Vanderbilt’s leading scorer in 20 of the 29
contests and the game-high scorer in 14 games with his high being a
career-best 31 points against No. 15 Georgia.

Freije was the Commodores’ leading scorer in 10 of the last 14
contests. The back-to-back High Point and Michigan games were the
only time this season Freije went more than one game without being
Vanderbilt’s leading scorer.

Freije is Vanderbilt’s 20-Point Man
Matt Freije ended the season by scoring at least 20 points in nine

of the final 14 games, including a career-best four straight games. For
the season, Freije scored at least 20 points in 10 games.

Lakey Joins Career Steals List
Junior guard Russell Lakey’s 123 career steals ranks seventh all-

time at Vanderbilt. Lakey, who has averaged 1.58 steals per game
over his 78-game career, is the quickest ever to reach the school’s
career steals list.

Freije Joins Career Three-Point Lists
Junior forward Matt Freije’s 341 career three-point attempts

ranks him ninth all-time at Vanderbilt. Also, Freije’s 121 career made
three-pointers ranks him 10th all-time at Vanderbilt.

Moore Makes Freshman Assists List
Guard Mario Moore ended the season tied for 10th on

Vanderbilt’s all-time list for assists by a freshman with 58 assists.

Freije Climbs Blocks Chart
Matt Freije’s 50 career blocks leaves him tied for 10th place on

the  school’s top-10 list. His 28 blocks in the 1999-2000 season
ranked him as the top freshman and sixth overall in single-season
blocks at VU.

No. 35 is No. 1 Against Top Teams
Matt Freije proved this season that he will show up for the

Commodores in the big games. In 12 games against Top-25 teams,
Freije averaged 18.3 points and 4.8 rebounds.

Against No. 12 Connecticut, Freije scored a team-high 18 points
and grabbed a team-high nine rebounds. At No. 6 Indiana, he once
again put the team on back, scoring a team-high 18 points and pulling
down a team-high nine rebounds.

At No. 6 Notre Dame, Freije scored a game-high 23 points and
also grabbed six rebounds. Against No. 4 Alabama, he scored a team-
high 19 points and then followed with 15 points versus No. 16
Kentucky.

Freije scored a team-high 21 points at No. 5 Florida and then
came back with a career-high 31 points and game-high nine
rebounds to lead Vanderbilt to a 94-91 upset win over No. 15 Georgia.

The junior capped his season by scoring 13 points and pulling
down five rebounds against No. 1 Kentucky in the quarterfinals of the
SEC Tournament.

Vanderbilt Versus Ranked Opponents
Vanderbilt dropped to 2-10 this season and 11-25 under Kevin

Stallings versus ranked opponents after losing to No. 1 Kentucky, 81-
63, in the quarterfinals of the SEC Tournament. In the 36 games ver-
sus ranked opponents leading up to Stallings’ arrival (1994-99), VU
won just six games.

All-time, the Commodores are now 65-178 against ranked oppo-
nents. VU is 47-59 all-time at home and 15-110 all-time on the road
versus ranked foes.

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Freije Reaching Lofty Heights in SEC Play
Matt Freije put up solid numbers all season, but he elevated his

play during the SEC season. In SEC action, the junior forward was first
in free-throw percentage (.870), tied for second in scoring (18.6) and
second in three-pointers made (2.94). Overall, Freije was third in free-
throw percentage (.798), fourth in scoring (17.9) and tied for fourth in
three-pointers made (2.24).

Commodore Trio Ranks Among SEC’s Top Freshmen
Among SEC freshmen, Julian Terrell was first in blocks (0.79),

fifth in rebounds (3.9), eighth in steals (0.86) and ninth in field goal
percentage (.485). Among SEC freshmen, Mario Moore was sixth in
assists (2.00) and ninth in scoring (6.1). Among SEC freshmen, Adam
Payton was third in three-point field goal percentage (.500).

Free-Throw Line Charitable for Freije
Matt Freije had a sterling free-throw mark in SEC play. In league

play, Freije was first in the conference with his 87.0 free-throw per-
centage (47-54). Overall, Freije was third in the conference, making
99-of-124 free throws (.798).

Three-Point Streak Moves Past 500 Games
Vanderbilt continues to be one of only three schools (UNLV &

Princeton) to have made a three-point field goal in every game since
the shot was introduced for the 1986-87 season. VU’s streak stands at
533 games, which is six behind UNLV’s streak for the longest in the
nation.

Freije Earns Player of the Week Honors
Matt Freije was selected as the SEC Player of the Week after

leading the Commodores to wins over No. 15 Georgia and Ole Miss.
Freije scored a career-high 31 points and grabbed nine rebounds in
Vanderbilt’s 94-91 win over Georgia Jan. 29. The junior forward then
led Vanderbilt to a 76-68 home victory over Ole Miss Feb. 1. Freije
scored a team-high 20 points, pulled down five rebounds and pocket-
ed a career-high five steals versus the Rebels.

It was the second SEC Player of the Week honor for Freije and the
ninth time a Vanderbilt player has received this honor since the 1993-
94 season.

Vanderbilt Throws Block Party
With the help of a career-best four blocks from sophomore David

Przybyszewski and a career-best two blocks from junior guard Russell
Lakey, Vanderbilt recorded nine blocks against High Point. The nine
blocks is the most for the Commodores since they recorded nine
blocks Nov. 21, 1997 against Memphis.

With 114 blocks this season, Vanderbilt was ranked sixth in the
SEC and almost doubled last season’s mark of 60 blocks.

Freije Flirts With Double-Doubles
This season, Matt Freije had one double-double with 14 points

and 11 boards versus Tulane and came within one rebound of the
double-dip against UConn, Indiana and Georgia. In his career, Freije
has had eight games in which he missed a double-double by just one
rebound and three games in which he missed by only two boards.

Hundley Misses Final Three Games
Junior Scott Hundley was forced to sit out the regular-season

finale versus Tennessee and both SEC Tournament games after injur-

ing his chest in practice. It was the first time in his career that
Hundley has missed a game after appearing in the first 88 games as a
Commodore.

Dores Can Still Serve Up Wins on Silver Treys
Vanderbilt has quieted most of the talk about it’s lack of a

perimeter threat. Against Georgia Southern, VU finished the game 10-
of-16 (.625) from three-point range. It was the highest three-point
percentage since Vanderbilt hit 65.2 percent (15-23) of its treys Jan.
1, 2000 against Florida.

For the season, VU has made at least seven three-pointers in 12
games. In the five games leading up to the Ole Miss contest, the
Commodores made eight treys three times and nine threes in the
other two contests.

Freije Scores Career-High in Upset of No. 15 Georgia
Junior Matt Freije tallied a career-high 31 points and grabbed

nine rebounds in leading Vanderbilt to a 94-91 upset victory over No.
15 Georgia. He is Vanderbilt’s first 30-point scorer since Dan Langhi
scored 31 points against Georgia March 1, 2000.

Freije finished the game 11-of-15 from the field, including hitting
a career-best five three-pointers in eight attempts. He also was 4-of-6
from the free-throw line. Freije scored 19 of his points in the first half
on 7-of-10 shooting.

JT Posts Second Career Double-Double
Freshman Julian Terrell recorded his second career double-dou-

ble with 13 points and 11 rebounds at No. 20 Georgia. Including his
scoring and rebounding totals, Terrell set five career highs and tied
another one against the Bulldogs.

Dores’ Doomsday Defense
The Commodores limited Alabama A&M to 19.3 percent shooting,

Tulane to just 32.8 percent, Southeastern Louisiana to 33.9 percent,
Georgia Southern to 36.7 percent and Michigan to 38.5 percent. In the
2001-2002 season, VU’s opponents shot 45.1 percent from the field.

The Commodores held Alabama A&M to just 13 points in the first
25:12 and just 40 for the game. It was the lowest scoring output for a
Commodore opponent since Vanderbilt held Nicholls State to 37 points
in an 85-37 victory Dec. 15, 1996. Vanderbilt also limited Tulane to
just 21 first-half points and 46 for the game.

Stallings Reaches Coaching Milestones
VU’s 81-75 victory over High Point was the 100th game for Kevin

Stallings as the Commodores’ head coach. Stallings reached the cen-
tury mark with a 57-43 (.570) record and two trips to the postseason.

The Commodores’ game at Georgia was Stallings’ 300th game as
a head coach. After 300 games, he had a 184-116 career record in six
years at Illinois State (123-63) and three-plus years at VU (61-53).

Home Sweet Home
Vanderbilt finished the non-conference portion of the regular sea-

son in the midst of an impressive streak against non-conference
opponents. The Commodores are 58-3 in their last 61 homes games
versus non-SEC foes.

Before losing to Connecticut, the Commodores had won 16 of
these games in a row since dropping a 77-74 decision to Notre Dame
Dec. 2, 2000. The other loss in the stretch was an 83-68 loss to Wake
Forest March 14, 2000 in the first round of the NIT.
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Stallings Facts
★ In 25 seasons as a player and

coach, his teams have made 20
tournament appearances, including
13 NCAA berths and three Final
Fours.

★ Stallings has posted just one losing
season in 25 seasons as a player
and coach.

★ At ISU, he coached five Academic
All-Americans and six academic all-
district performers. At Vanderbilt, all
eight Commodore seniors who have
played for him have graduated.

★ He has posted 20-win seasons 17
times and has won 12 conference
championships.

★ Stallings is the only coach in MVC
history to win back-to-back regular
season and conference tournament
titles (1997 and 1998).
