INTRODUCTORY COMMENTS AND INSTRUCTIONS

Please complete and return this application by mail or email attachment.  Applications will be processed in the order in which they are received.

Priorities for Selection: In order to fulfill its mission of support for students of the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) and in order to promote community, fellowship, and a sense of identity among them, the Disciples Divinity House sets certain priorities to govern eligibility for residence at the House. Residents will be admitted in the following order:

1. Members of congregations of the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) for at least two years who are students in the Vanderbilt Divinity School and the Graduate Department of Religion, who receive rooms at substantially subsidized rates.

 2. Non-Disciple students in the Vanderbilt Divinity School and the Graduate Department of Religion.

(Students not in the first category above should know that if the need for room availability for Disciple students demands it, they may be asked to move from the House. Those with the least seniority in terms of residence will be requested to leave first as need demands. The House hopes these situations do not occur, but wants residents in category 2 to know in advance that this possibility exists.)

Space Available: The House has several types of rooms available.  Ten single rooms are available in two sizes, approximately 12'6"x9' or 15'3"x11'92".  Bathrooms are shared between two rooms.  Furniture provided in single rooms includes bed, dresser, bookshelf, and desk and chair. Ten apartments are two-room spaces with kitchenettes and private bathrooms.  The living room/kitchen area is approximately 12'x15' and the bedroom is 10'x10'.  Furniture provided in apartments includes bed, dresser, bookshelf, desk and chair, and kitchen table with two chairs.  Preference in apartments will go to married couples.  Storage space in the House is limited.
 

Community Kitchen:  Residents in single rooms have use of the community kitchen on the main floor, where they are assigned cupboard, refrigerator and freezer space and are expected to keep it clean. 

Community: All prospective residents of the House should be aware that one of the House's goals is to promote community among those who live here.  Residents should not expect Disciples Divinity House to function only as an apartment building.  If you live here, you will be expected to take part in the life of the community.  House meals are scheduled monthly, incorporating worship and special programs of interest for students in ministry.  The House Council meets to guide the common life of the House, assisting the Dean and dealing with concerns of residents who are members of the larger House community.  The House occasionally hosts parties for the entire Vanderbilt Divinity School student body and schedules other events for the Disciples House community alone.  If you live here, do not expect to live in solitude or isolation.  A House Community Activity Fee underwrites the cost of House meals and community life.
Rent and Fees:

Apartments: 

Disciples of Christ:  $320 per month

Non-Disciples:  $675 per month


Larger rooms:  

Disciples of Christ:  $165 per month

Non Disciples:  $550 per month

Smaller rooms:

Disciples of Christ:  $155 per month

Non-Disciples: $510 per month

Rent is due in advance, on the first of the month.

Security deposit: one month's rent, paid at the time of acceptance for residence and updated to the current rate if rent increases. The deposit will be returned upon departure if the room or apartment and furnishings are left clean and without damage. If the Administrator of the Disciples Divinity House or the Head Resident determines that the room or apartment has been left in an unsatisfactory condition, some or all of the deposit will be retained by the Disciples Divinity House. The decision of the Dean is final.

Key Deposit: $10 deposit for each key.

House Community Activity Fee: $75 per academic year. This fee covers the cost of House meals, usually held monthly, and supports House community-wide events, as planned and run by the House Council. It is assessed in September and January.

Pet Fee:  Pets generally are not appropriate at the Disciples Divinity House.  However, special permission for small animals may be granted by the Dean in certain cases. The non-refundable pet fee is $50. If a pet becomes a problem hindering other residents or the house’s activities, it may be necessary to ask the pet to leave.

Annual Adjustment:  Rents and fees are reviewed and adjusted annually. As decisions are made, residents and prospective residents will be informed of changes. 

Non-Disciples applications: will usually be held until after June 1, when the office will review the entire pool of applicants and select those whom it thinks will best contribute to the House as a living and learning community. We will look at factors such as compatibility, diversity, and ability and desire to be a part of a community of people choosing to live together in one place, in addition to the balance of men and women in shared bathroom situations.  We will make every effort to notify you as soon as possible about availability of space for you, usually by mid-June. Unfortunately, sometimes late Disciple applications and acceptances delay the process.
