
JROTC DRILL MEET RELEASE OF LIABILITY

IMPORTANT!  THIS FORM MUST BE COMPLETED FOR PARTICIPATION!
The Vanderbilt University (hereinafter “Vanderbilt”) NROTC Unit will be hosting its 29th Annual JROTC Drill Meet (hereinafter “activity”) on March 21, 2020 at the Vanderbilt Recreation and Wellness Center located at 2700 Children’s Way Nashville TN, 37212.   I, the undersigned, have voluntarily elected to participate in the activity.  I understand that as an attendee of this activity, I may elect to take part in various activities involving physical fitness challenges, equipment preparation, and food concessions.  I understand that this activity may involve walking, marching, throwing, spinning, or other physical exertion.  I acknowledge that I am (or my child is) in good health and in proper physical condition to participate in the activity.  I also understand that Vanderbilt does not guarantee my (or my child’s) safety during participation in the activity/event and that there are inherent risks of property damage, and personal injury (including tears, sprains, breaks and other injuries, including death), to me or my child and to others which are associated with the activity.  Notwithstanding the inherent risks, I on my own behalf (or on behalf of my child), wish to assume them by voluntarily participating in this activity.  I understand and agree that Vanderbilt, its students, volunteers, and staff (collectively referred to as “Parties”) accept no responsibility for my acts or the acts of others while I (or my child) are participating in the activity.

In consideration of Vanderbilt offering the opportunity for me (or my child) to participate in this activity, I do agree to and hereby do forever release from fault, discharge and hold harmless and indemnify the Parties and its officers, trustees, agents, servants, employees, and representatives against loss (including reasonable attorney’s fees),  from any and all claims, demands, rights, or causes of action of any kind or nature that may hereafter at any time be made or brought by me (or on behalf of my child), or by any other person having a legal interest therein, arising from or by reason of any and all known or unknown,  foreseen and unforseen bodily or personal injuries, damages to property and consequences thereof which may be sustained by me (or my child) as a consequence of any accident or injuries  in connection with the activity.  Furthermore, I agree to indemnify Vanderbilt for any loss or damage to the premises, facility, or equipment of Vanderbilt that I (or my child) may cause.
If I (or my child) should suffer an injury or illness while participating in this activity, I authorize the employees of Vanderbilt to use their discretion to have me (or my child) transported to an appropriate health care facility and I take full financial responsibility for that action.

I further grant and convey unto Vanderbilt all right, title and interest in any and to all photographic images and video or audio recordings and all copies thereto made by Vanderbilt during my (or my child’s) participation in the activity, including but not limited to, any royalties, proceeds or other benefits derived from such photographs or records.
