3.  Intellectual Property and Licensing for students and faculty:
Guest speaker - ppt — Can you distribute and post a guest speaker’s ppt on Blackboard?
When grad students are finishing dissertations (honors thesis, etc.) — educate them re: copyrighting their original work.

    Blair Alumni who become lawyers come back to teach about copyrighting their work.  They try to balance between consumer and producer issues.
    
    A good dissertation adviser gives advice, because it is field-dependent.  Such advice includes publishing, plagiarism, how people obtain copyright, “bundle of sticks” doctrine,  original expression fixed in a medium, and derivative works.
